The proposed rear extension would involve the removal of trees or adversely impact upon the roots of
trees, subject to a Tree Preservation Order and which contribute substantially to the character and
visual amenity of the area;Policy NNV23 of the Great Yarmouth Local Plan 2001 prohibits the
removal of trees except in exceptional circumstances for good arboricultural reasons, none of which
are relevant here, therefore the proposal is considered contrary to Policy NNV23.
