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4.14 Car Parking

Having looked into many alternative designs for the car park that 
proved not to be very appropriate for its setting, the team has 
concluded that a car park design with a three entry and exit barrier 
system will be the most appropriate solution.

The layout of the car park is straightforward. It is laid out over 3 storeys 
and has a footprint area of 7248 sqm with measurements of 137m in 
length and 52.5m in width. The layout of the proposed car park is 
easily accessible from South Beach Parade and can accomodate  the 
expected volume of visitors but also reinforce the parking provision  of 
surrounding areas to The Edge. 

The cladding for the car park has been inspired by the groynes, 
traditional sea defence structures, which can be found by the seafront 
nearby. The proposed cladding therefore subtly disguises the volume 
of the car park structure and alludes to the natural environment of 
where it is located. Subtle lighting will be incorporated in the elevations 
creating a safe but pleasant environment that can be used from day 
to night.

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4.15 Servicing

The Edge leisure complex will be serviced from two designated 
service areas provided at the northern and the southern ends of the 
development which can be accessed from South Beach Parade. The 
service areas are designed to be consistent with the DMRB, the FTA 
Design Guide and Design Recommendations for Multi-storey and 
Underground Car Parks with regards to standards for turning corner 
radii, headroom and aisle widths. Swept path analysis has been 
carried out to demonstrate the suitability of these areas for servicing 
and to ensure that turning movements can be undertaken within the 
boundaries of the site. Vehicles are able to enter and exit the site in 
forward gear. The designs have been agreed in principle with NCC.

Articulated vehicles, although not expected to serve the development 
can be accommodated within the south service area and the lay-by 
area. The relocated existing emergency ramp has been incorporated 
in the northern service yard. This northern service area has been 
designed to ensure that emergency routes from Pleasure Beach to 
the beach are being retained and that rigid heavy goods vehicles are 
able to reverse against the building to allow for safe unloading. Both 
service yards will also incorporate service facilities (refuse storage, 
recycling etc) to minimise external servicing activities.
