Promote sustainable waste
management by providing facilities for
the re-use, recovery and disposal of
waste and to ensure that opportunities
for incorporating re-use/recycling
facilities in new developments are
properly considered. Minimise adverse
environmental impacts resulting from
the handling, processing, transport and
disposal of waste.

+= Promote more sustainable transport
choices by shaping the pattern of
development and influencing the
location, scale, density, design and mix
of land uses.

Objectives on promoting healthy living
and providing leisure and recreation
opportunities.

The central objective is to achieve
sustainable development that serves the
interests of both economic growth and
conservation of the environment

Allocations for renewable energy
developments should be encouraged.
However, LPAs should only allocate sites
where a developer has already indicated
an interest, has confirmed the site is
viable, and that it will be brought forward
during the plan period.

LPAs may include policies in LDDs that
require a percentage of the energy to be
used in new residential, commercial or
industrial developments to come from so-
site renewable energy developments.

LPAs should set out criteria based policies
setting out circumstances in which
particular sizes, types of renewable
energy developments will be acceptable in
nationally designated areas.

This PPG gives advice on the relationship
between controls over development under
planning law and pollution control
legislation. Work with pollution control
system (Integrated Pollution Control /
Integrated Pollution Prevention and
Control [IPPC]) to:

4= Reduce air and water pollution
4= Manage waste in a sustainable manner

4= Use brownfield / contaminated land
sites to maintain or enhance

4= Engineering: reduction of noise at point
of generation and protection of
surrounding noise-sensitive;

4= Lay-out: adequate distance between
source and noise sensitive building or
area; screening by natural barriers.
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
