The policy provides a wide range of industrial and
commercial land to improve job opportunities and broaden the boruoghs economic base whilst maximising the use
of good quality building land.

Although covered by national policies for the location of employment development, this is a locally specific policy
necessary in relation to transport links and the Urban Regeneration Company. The polic protects the local residential
and sensitive environmental areas from the adverse effects of traffic.
