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Description: 4 The site comprises of warehouses and associated parking, and a
disused laundry. It forms a regular shape, and benefits from a
good level of passing trade due to its prominent position adjacent
to the Somerfield supermarket.

Street and Blackwall Reach, with the opportunity to extend the
existing residential frontage along Blackwall Reach.

Constraints: % The site falls adjacent to a conservation area and fully within flood
risk area as identified in the Great Yarmouth Strategic Flood Risk
Assessment. The site is also currently zoned for employment in
the Great Yarmouth Borough — Wide Local Plan.
