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Parking Provision for People with Disabilities

The County Council encourages the integration of people with disabilities, and
therefore a minimum specific car parking requirement is included for people/drivers
with disabilities. This requirement will be 5% of the non-operational car parking
provision (before any appropriate reduction) and will be part of the operational parking
requirement. The requirement for parking provision for people with disabilities does
not apply to residential development.

Car parking spaces for people with disabilities should be larger than usual to enable a
wheelchair user to transfer easily to and from a car, and thus should have minimum
dimensions of 5.0m x 3.6m. An alternative layout, with shared additional space
between two standard sized parking spaces may be acceptable (see diag. 1).

Car parking spaces for people with disabilities should be located close to an accessible
entrance, preferably the main entrance. The entrance should ideally be under cover,
clearly signed and not more than 50m from the designated parking spaces.

Cycle Parking

The County Council encourages cycling, and cycle parking will need to be provided at
all new development.

Cycle theft and fear of cycle theft are major deterrents to increased cycle usage.
Providing secure cycle parking is a key factor in deterring opportunistic and organised
cycle theft.

The type of facilities provided are dependent mainly upon the expected duration of
anticipated cycle parking. The cycle parking standards within this document have been
divided into three categories:

e Short Term: up to 2 hours

e Medium Term: between 2 and 12 hours

e Long Term: over 12 hours

When considering the location and design of cycle parking facilities various
requirements should be investigated:

General requirements for all facilities:

e Should not present a hazard to pedestrians (especially those who are pushing prams
or wheelchairs, have impaired vision/mobility or are frail) as well as cyclists both in
terms of location and personal injury.

e In well used thoroughfare, have a warning surface surrounding the facility to aid
those whose sight is impaired.

e Enhance, or at least blend into, the surroundings to demonstrate the benefits of
catering for cycles.

e Be more convenient than car parking, so that motorists are encouraged to cycle,
especially for short journeys.

o Be under effective surveillance
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e Be kept clean, tidy and free of broken glass, overgrown shrubs and preferably under
cover
¢ Be where motor vehicle access is limited to reduce risk of organised theft

The ‘Sheffield’ design of cycle stand is preferred (see diag. 2a and 2b), as it provides
two cycle parking spaces per stand, and meets the above requirements. Other types of
cycle stand can be considered on their merits.

Cycle parking for individual residential dwellings can normally be provided within the
curtilage of the dwelling (eg in a garage, etc). For flats or maisonettes a communal
facility may be required (eg cycle lockers) where an alternative is not available.

Parking Provision for Powered Two Wheelers

Motorcycles, mopeds and scooters are collectively described as Powered Two
Wheelers (PTW’s). There are a number of benefits which accrue from the use of
PTW’s. Motorcycling is a convenient form of personal transport for some, uses less
parking space than other motor vehicles and generally produces less air pollution.

Provision should be made for safe, secure and convenient parking in new developments
where appropriate. Spaces should be in well lit locations, and sheltered wherever
practicable. They should be flat and level, and firm enough to prevent stands sinking
into the ground. Consideration should also be given to appropriate fixtures to which
machines may be locked and secured. It is also desirable to minimise four wheeled
vehicular access to such areas where possible to help reduce the ease of theft.
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A single parking space should measure a minimum of 2.5m x 1.2m. Provision for
designated parking areas should be provided for in new developments except for
housing at the rate of 1 space per 20 car parking spaces (non-operational car parking
standard) with a minimum of 1 space.

Coach Parking

Spaces allocated for coaches should be capable of accommodating the maximum
dimensions of the largest public service vehicle currently permitted under British
Leglslanon
e Touring coach: length 12.0m x 2.5m width (although articulated vehicles can be up
to 15.0m long). Minimum parking space required is 14.0m x 4.0m (56m®) unless
large numbers of coaches are likely to be attracted so that provision for articulated
coaches is needed - see diag. 3a. (4.0m width is the minimum necessary to allow
passengers to disembark.)

Non PSV Minibus Parking

Spaces allocated for minibuses should be capable of accommodating at least an

average sized minibus

e Minibus: length 6.0m x 2.4m width (some minibuses can be up to 8.0m long).
Minimum standing space required is 8.0m x 4.0m (32m?) - see diag. 3b. (4.0m
width is the minimum necessary to allow passengers to disembark.)

Car Parking

These standards assume a car parking space of minimum dimensions 5.0m x 2.5m. If
parking is provided at right angles to access driveway, a minimum aisle width of 6.0m
is required to enable vehicles to enter and leave the parking spaces with minimum
manoeuvring. It is assumed that car parking layouts will be designed to make the most
efficient use of available land, and include suitable landscaping. Diagrammatic
examples of some possible parking arrangements are included as diag. 4a -4d.

Parking areas should be constructed and drained to an adequate standard so that the
spaces provided are available at all times, eg. they are not subject to flooding.

Following recent research it has been found that garages are frequently not available
for car parking. Therefore, where garage spaces are provided in lieu of parking spaces
a single garage will only be considered as the equivalent of 0.6 of a car parking space
(a standard garage space has internal dimensions of 5.0m x 3.0m). Extra car parking
spaces will therefore need to be provided at the rate of 1 space/3 dwellings. These
spaces may be provided as on highway lay-bys or as communal parking areas. A
garage can count as 1 space if it can accommodate domestic storage as well as
parking a car, for example if its minimum internal size is 7.0m x 3.0m or equivalent.
Car parking provision for housing may be reduced where it can be demonstrated that
the occupants are likely to have lower levels of car ownership.

Service Vehicle/Lorry Parking

It is not practicable to define lorry parking spaces since servicing arrangements are
often unique to a particular site. Therefore, these standards include specifications for a
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minimum standing space, related to the gross floor area of a development. This space

should be able to accommodate the maximum dimensions of the larger goods vehicles

in use:

» Rigid wheelbase vehicles: length 11.0m x 2.6m width. Minimum standing space
required is 13.0m x 3.5m (45m’) - see diag. Sa

e Articulated vehicles: length 15.5m x 2.6m width. Minimum standing space required
is 17.0m x 3.5m (60m?) - see diag. 5b

Service areas should be designed to make the most efficient use of the available area
within a curtilage. However, it is essential that all goods vehicles should access and
egress the public highway in forward gear. Some examples of possible lorry parking
layouts are included as diag. 6a and 6b.
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
